AR.1. In the interpretation of these Rules, (and of pmgramme of a race meeting held thereunder),
the following words unless the context otherwisgunees, shall have or include meanings as follows:-

"Advertised" or "Advertisement” includes publication in any newspaperRacing Calendaor in
any printed, typewritten, or written placard, clesyor poster.

"Apprentice” means a person who is duly bound to a trainemoreo in accordance with the Local
Rules of the Principal Racing Authority with juristion over the territory in which such trainer or
owner resides.

"Association" mean any association of Clubs holding registeregtimgs, the articles or rules of
which have been approved by the Principal Racinghéuty, and any Registration Board the
constitution of which has been approved by the Baiocipal Racing Authority.

"Australian Racing Board" and"Board " means the "Australian Racing Board Limited" canstd
in accordance with AR.208. [replaced.8.03

"Authorised Agent" means a person who has produced to the Principaing Authority,
Committee of the Club or the Stewards or othewegleofficial a satisfactory written authority segh
by his principal.

“Banned Substance’means a substance declared as a banned substaidess by AR.81B.

"Chairmen of Stewards means the National Chairmen of Stewards Advis@Gmpup to the
Australian Racing Board Limited.

"Club" includes any person or body holding or proposteg hold a race meeting in the
Commonwealth.

“Cruelty” includes any act or omission as a consequeneédimh a horse is mistreated.

"The Committee of the Clubly means the Committee of any Club which is regesterith a Principal
Racing Authority or whose meetings are registeritd avPrincipal Racing Authority.

"Company" means -

"Document of Description” means the document which bears that name and \Whilkeen issued
by the Registrar of Racehorses or a recogniseduthbrity in relation to the identity of the raocese
described therein and shall include a CertificdtReygistration issued by the Registrar of Racelsorse
or a recognised turf authority.

"Executive Officer" means the person appointed by the Board as trwugwe officer of the Board.

“Helmet” means a protective riding helmet the standard dthvis approved by the Australian

A "Jockey" is a person licensed by a Principal Racing Autiiani an Association to ride for hire.

"The Judge" means the person duly appointed as such and exlady Assistant Judge similarly
appointed and any substitute appointed in accoedaitb these Rules.

"Lease" includes any agreement whereby the owner of aehpesmits another person to race the

“Jump-out” means a trial, other than an official trial, orgad, supervised and controlled by a
Club or the management of a recognised traininckirevhich is started from barrier stalls, and is
conducted in accordance with any conditions sehbyPrincipal Racing Authority.  [added.9.09

"Licence" includes any approval or permit.
"Licensed" A person is licensed if he has the requisite teerequired by the Rules.

"Local Rules" are those rules made from time to time by a RyaldRacing Authority and in force
within its territory.

A "Maiden" with respect to a flat race means a horse whitheatime of starting has never won on

the flat a race at a registered meeting or an #@dedrrace in any country, and, with respect to a
steeplechase or hurdle race means a horse whithe a@ime of starting has never won such a
steeplechase or hurdle race in any country.

"Manager" means the first-named person recorded by the fRagisf Racehorses in the official
ownership records including the transfer or leaséegsed) of a horse or if the horse is owned or
leased by a syndicate, the person first-namedeircéhtificate of registration of the syndicate,jeab
always to the provisions of A.R.57(1). If the hois@wned or leased by more than one syndicate, the

Companies Act under which it is incorporated oiigteged) shall be deemed to have an interest in tha
Company; and "membership" and all other derivataues applications of the word "member" shall be
construed accordingly.

"Official Racing Laboratory " means an analytical racing laboratory that isedited by the National
Association of Testing Authorities or by a simidrthority in an overseas country, and is approyed b
the Australian Racing Board and published inRlaging Calendar.

"Promoter" means any person or Corporation who for valuablesideration offers or invites any
other person or Corporation to subscribe for shargsarticipate in any manner in any scheme, the
objects of which include the breeding and/or racihg thoroughbred horse or horsgsidedo.11.03

"Race" includes each division of a divided race.

"Racing Calendar" means the publication published under that nana@ysimilar name by or under
the authority of a Principal Racing Authority.

"Registered Club" means a Club registered by a Principal Racing étitthin accordance with the
Rules.

"Registered Manager" means a person who is appointed to be the Regjistelanager for a
Company by instrument under the common seal oCin@pany and who has been approved by the
Principal Racing Authority by which the Company bagn registered as a Syndicate.

"Registered Meeting" or "Registered Race Meeting" includes any race meeting held under the
Management of a Principal Racing Authority or of aegistered Club.

"Riders Agent" means a person licensed by a Principal Racingokityhwho by contract or any

"Sample" means a specimen of saliva, urine, perspiratimegth, blood, tissue, hide, hair, or any

"Trustees" means the natural persons being members of a Gyadivho have been nominated to
represent it as such trustees.

"Warned off." "Warning off." A person warned off a racecourse is one who ipeohitted to enter
a racecourse under the control of the Club or veatying him off.

“Workplace Harassment means behaviour of one person towards anothesopewith whom he
has a workplace connection which:

(a) is unwelcome to and unsolicited by the pessba is the subject of the behaviour;

(b) the person subject to the behaviour considers toffeasive, intimidating, humiliating or
threatening; and

However, reasonable management action taken irasonable way by the person’s employer in

RESTRICTED RACES

AR.1A. A Maiden Raceis one restricted to horses which at the timetartiag have never won on
the flat a race at a registered meeting or anyrtiged race in any country.

A Trophy Raceis a race in which the prizemoney and/or valuengfteophy to the winner does not
exceed $2,500. [added 1.10.0§ [amendeco.11.02 &9.5.0f



A Class A Racé is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not generated prizes
in the aggregate worth more than $4,000 for winsages on the flat and have never won a race on
the flat outside Australia. [amended.5.07

A Class B Race is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not generated prizes
in the aggregate worth more than $8,000 for winsages on the flat and have never won a race on
the flat outside Australia.

* The value of the prize to the winner shall egteed:
in a Class A Race - $4,000
in a Class B Race - $8,000.

Provided that Class A and/or Class B races shalbagrogrammed for TAB meetings, except in

the Northern Territory, King Island and approvedimoy areas of Western Australia, and that each
Principal Racing Authority should restrict Class aihd Class B races to “remote/minor” race

meetings, as determined by the Principal Racindnduty.

For the purposes of determining the value of theepio the winner and the eligibility of any horse
for any Class A or Class B race, no account shealiaben of prizes won after 3®eptember 1991
which were not, at the time of entry for a raceseries of races, available to be won by every horse
eligible to be entered therein.

For the purposes of determining the eligibility afy horse for any Class 1 to Class 6 race, no
account shall be taken of any wins in the formas€IC or Class D races run before 1st August

than one race on the flat, provided that in deteimgi the eligibility of any horse no account shall
be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B or Tro@uges, other than a win as a Maiden horse.
Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregogmovisions, the winner of any Group or Listed
race shall be ineligible.

A CLASS TWO RACE is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not won more
than two races on the flat, provided that in deteimg the eligibility of any horse no account shall
be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B or Tro@uges, other than a win as a Maiden horse.
Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregogmovisions, the winner of any Group or Listed
race shall be ineligible.

A CLASS THREE RACE is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not won
more than three races on the flat, provided thdetermining the eligibility of any horse no accbun
shall be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B mphy races, other than a win as a Maiden horse.
Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregogmovisions, the winner of any Group or Listed
race shall be ineligible.



A CLASS FOUR RACE is one restricted to horses which, at the timetafting, have not won
more than four races on the flat, provided thatetermining the eligibility of any horse no account
shall be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B mphy races, other than a win as a Maiden horse.
Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregogmovisions, the winner of any Group or Listed
race shall be ineligible.

A CLASS FIVE RACE is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not won more
than five races on the flat, provided that in deiamg the eligibility of any horse no account $hal
be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B or Tro@uges, other than a win as a Maiden horse.

Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregoiprovisions, the winner of either of the
following races shall be ineligible:

(a) Any Group Race; or

(b) Any Listed Race in which horses older than 2gald run.

A CLASS SIX RACE is one restricted to horses which, at the timstafting, have not won more
than six races on the flat, provided that in deteimg the eligibility of any horse no account shall
be taken of any wins in Class A, Class B or Tro@uges, other than a win as a Maiden horse.
Further provided that, notwithstanding the foregoprovisions, the winner of the following races
shall be ineligible:

(a) Any Group Race; or

(b) Any Listed Race in which horses older than 2gald run; or

(©) More than one Listed Race in which 2yos onlyldaun.

APPLICATION OF THESE RULES

AR.2. Any person who takes part in any matter comindniwithese Rules thereby agrees with the
Australian Racing Board and each and every PrihBlpaing Authority to be bound by them.

AR.3. Subject to the conditions of any race when thiedag for doing any act under the Rules falls on
a Sunday or holiday such act may be done on thiesnegeeding day not being a Sunday or holiday,
unless the race to which such act relates is afgubfor that day.

AR.4. Any act done or decision made by a Committee Giud or by Stewards in the exercise or
intended exercise of any right power or authoragferred by or under any of the Rules shall except
where otherwise provided in the Rules be final emtlusive.

AR.5. These Rules shall come into operation on the Bagtof August, 1965, and any other Rules of
Racing repugnant to or inconsistent with these fksheall be annulled as from that day, but such
annulment shall not-

@ Affect the previous operation of any rule sodled or anything duly done or suffered
thereunder, or

(b) Affect any right, privilege, obligation, orability acquired, accrued, or incurred under any
Rule so annulled, or

(c) Affect any penalty or disqualification incudran respect of any offence committed against any
rule so annulled, or
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(d) Affect any investigation, proceeding, or remdd respect of any such right, privilege,
obligation, liability, or penalty as aforesaid.

Any such investigation, proceeding, or remedy maynistituted, continued, or enforced, and any such
penalty or disqualification may be imposed asestRules had not been passed.

AR.6. (1) These Rules apply to all races held undentheagement or control of a Principal Racing
Authority, and shall, together with such Rules (peing repugnant to or inconsistent with these §ule
as may from time to time be made by the PrincipatiiRy Authority in its territory, be read and
construed as the rules of the Principal Racing éwihin such territory and, subject to the provis

of A.R. 35, shall apply to all races held underrtrenagement of a Principal Racing Authority or any
registered Club and to all meetings registered Byirecipal Racing Authority.

(© any person who acts in connection therewitlprasnoter, organiser, president, chairman,
secretary, treasurer, committee member, or in @wsary or official capacity, shall be
debarred from acting in any official capacity ay aace meeting, and any horse in which he
has an interest shall be ineligible to race atragystered meeting.

(3) Paragraphs (b) and (c) of subrule (2) shatl amply to any race or race meeting in which
thoroughbreds do not take part and which is orhatd under the management or regulation of an
organisation formally recognised by the Governmeithe State or Territory in which the race
