AR.87A(2) – Leading horses 

 

 
Summary: 
 
Racing Australia recommends AR.87A(2) be amended to expressly allow the use of stallion 
chains, which are already permitted by the Stewards in all States and Territories. 
 

 
1. Amend AR.87A(2) as follows: 
 

AR.87A. 
…. 
 
“(2) While being led outside the confines of any stable premises every horse shall 
have a bit in its mouth, which bit shall be attached to a lead or a stallion chain.”
